An overview of global wine sector

With an average yield of 10.2 tonnes per hectare,
the world’s vineyards of around 7.3 mha produced a
total of 74.8 mt of fresh grapes in 2021.

Out of this total, 37.2 mt (52%) was destined to
pressing, notably for the production of wine
(34.1 mt) and for the production of musts and juices
(3.1 mv).

The remaining unpressed grapes — which account
for 35.5 mt - were allocated as follows: 30.1 mt were
destined to the production of table grapes (41% of
the total) and 5.4 mt to the production of grapes to
be dried (7% of the total).

In 2021 the global vineyard area is estimated at 7.3 mha, recording a slight decline (-0.4%)
from 2020. Overall, the evolution of the world’s vineyards appears stable since 2017. The
top three vineyards are in Spain (964 kha), France (798 kha), and China (783 kha). The ten
largest vineyards account for two thirds of the world total in 2021.

FRESH GRAPE PRODUCTION

Fresh grape production refers to grapes for all kinds of uses, such as table grapes, dried grapes,
and wine grapes.

World production of grape in 2021 is estimated at 74.8 mt, showing a decline of 1%
compared to 2020.

Fresh grape production has stabilised since 2013. China is by far the first producer with
14.8 mt, followed by Italy (6.4 mt), and USA (6.1 mt). In 2021, 93 countries produced fresh
grapes and the top ten producers account for 69% of the world total.

FRESH GRAPE INTERNATIONAL TRADE

International trade of fresh grape refers to the import/export of all types of fresh grapes
(HS code 080610).

World fresh grape trade in 2021 is estimated at 5.2 mt, a change from 2020 of +4%.
In terms of value, the 2021 grapes trade is worth 7.5 bn €. Since 2000 trade has almost
doubled in volume, while it has almost tripled in value. The top three exporters in 2021
are Chile (620 kt), Peru (490 kt), and Italy (463 kt), while the top three importers are USA
(655 kt), Netherlands (459 kt), and Russia (327 kt).

Global table grape production in 2021 is estimated at 30.1 mt, a change from 2020 of
+1.5%. Since 2000, global table grape production has doubled, recording an average
annual growth rate of +3.2%. The top five countries are China (10.9 mt), India (3.6 mt),
Turkey (1.9 mt), Egypt (1.5 mt), and Iran (1.4 mt), which together account for 64% of the

world total.

Table grape refers to fresh grape destined for direct human consumption.

Global table grape consumption in 2021 is estimated at 30.1 mt, a change from 2020 of
+5%. The top three consuming countries are China (11.2 mt), India (3.3 mt), and Turkey
(1.7 mt), which together account for 55% of the world total.

Global dried grape production in 2021 is estimated at 1.4 mt, a change from 2020 of -3%.
The top five countries are Turkey (358 kt), USA (274 kt), China (180 kt), Iran (131 kt), and
South Africa (73 kt). Together these countries account for 74% of the world total.

Dried grape is the ripe fruit of the vine which has been brought to a state of dehydration or desiccation
and it is destined, by its characteristics, to food use.

Global dried grape consumption in 2021 is estimated at 1.4 mt, a change from 2020
of +5%. The top five countries are USA (215 kt), China (185 kt), Turkey (102 kt), UK (89 kt)
and Germany (67 kt). Overall, the ten largest markets represent 62% of the world total.

DRIED GRAPE INTERNATIONAL TRADE

International trade of dried grape refers to the import/export of dried grapes or raisins
(HS code 080620).

World dried grape export in 2021 is estimated at 838 kt, a change from 2020 of -9%. The
top three exporters are Turkey (257 kt), Iran (144 kt), and USA (78 kt), and the top three
importers are UK (91 kt), Germany (80 kt), and Netherlands (55 kt). Overall, the export
market is concentrated, with the ten largest exporters accounting for 89% of the world
total, while the ten largest importing countries account for only half of the world total.

WINE PRODUCTION

Wine production refers to the production of wine (excluding musts and juices) resulting from wine
grapes harvested at the start of the year in the Southern Hemisphere and at the end of the year in the
Northern Hemisphere.

Global wine production in 2021 is estimated at 262 mhl, a change from 2020 of -0.4%.
The top three countries are Italy (55 mhl), France (49 mhl), and Spain (44 mhl). Together,
the ten largest countries represent 92% of the world total.

WINE CONSUMPTION

Wine consumption refers to the consumption of wine, including still, sparkling, and special wines.

Global wine consumption in 2021 is estimated at 235 mhl, a change from 2020 of 1%.
The top three markets are USA (33 mhl), France (25 mhl), and Italy (24 mhl). Overall,
the 10 largest consuming countries represent 68% of the world total.

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WINE INTERNATIONAL TRADE

International trade of wine refers to import/export of wine, including still, sparkling, and bulk wine as
well as Bag-in-Box (HS code 2204).

World wine trade in 2021 is estimated at 113 mhl, a change from 2020 of +6%.
In terms of value, global exports in 2021 are worth 34.3 bn €. In terms of volume, the top
three exporters are Spain (23 mhl), Italy (22 mhl), and France (15 mhl), and the top three
importers are Germany (14 mhl), USA (14 mhl), and UK (14 mhl).
